Responsibilities:

Under the
supervision of the Recording Core Manager, the LYNX Production Assistant- King Center Lead will take a lead role in
managing the live sound at all LYNX Camp King Center events. The work for this position will mostly happen during the
weekends and evenings of the camp.

Must be available:
e June 14th through June 26th (mostly evenings and weekends)
e Friday, June 26th from 11am-7:00 pm
e Trainings will be scheduled the week prior to the start of camp.

Required Qualifications:
® Must have completed one full year of college
® Must be a recording arts student with recommendations from staff and/or faculty.
e Must have an appreciation of the arts (CU Denver CAM majors preferred)
® Must be able to available for all required trainings and days of camp

Preferred Qualifications:
e Prior experience working with high school students
Prior experience with summer camps
Prior leadership experiences or interest to learn about leadership
Current student of the College of Arts and Media
CU Denver Recording Arts major

Compensation: $20 an hour for the two weeks including one/two additional days of training prior to the start of camp.
The Production Assistant- King Center Lead can estimate to be paid about $1,600 (before taxes) for the two weeks of
camp.
